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R. PLANNING AREAS 18A, 18B, 18C, AND 18D: GREENBELTS
1.0 DESCRIPTIVE SUMMARY

Planning Areas 18A, 18B, 18C, and 18D and 18E, as shown on Figures 4-3, 4-4, and 4-6, provide for
the development of 5.8, 0.5, 0.8, and 0.7 acres of greenbelts, respectively. These greenbelts are
intended to facilitate pedestrian connectivity within the TRAILMARK community. The greenbelts may
feature amenities such as shade trees and bench seating designed to direct pedestrians to the
recreational uses within TRAILMARK.

a Roadway landscape treatments, as shown in Figure 5-33, Mapes Road Streetscape, and
Figure 5-34, Mapes Road Perspective, are planned along Mapes Road.

a The roundabout adjacent to Planning Area 18A shall be designed as depicted Figure 5-49,
Primary Entry Roundabout Concept Plan.

a Trails shall be provided as depicted on Figure 5-63, Trails Concept Plan.

a Paseos shall be provided adjacent to the planning area, as depicted in Figure 5-64, Paseo
Concept Plan West — Planning Area 18A, Figure 5-65, Paseo Concept Plan East — Planning
Area 18A, Figure 5-66, Paseo Concept Plan North — Planning Area 18A, and Figure 5-67,
Paseo Concept Plan South — Planning Area 18A.

a As shown in Figure 5-21, Monument Master Plan, park and trail monuments shall be located
within these planning areas, as illustrated in Figure 5-28, Park, Equestrian Staging, and Trail
Monumentation.

a Walls and fencing shall be constructed as depicted in Figure 5-82, Wall and Fence Plan.
Block wall fencing shall be constructed as depicted in Figure 5-83, Wall and Fence Details —
Block Wall / Privacy Fence. View fencing shall be constructed as depicted in Figure 5-84,
Wall and Fence Details — View Fence. Theme fencing shall be constructed as depicted in
Figure 5-85, Wall and Fence Details — Theme Fence.
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a Maintenance responsibility shall be provided as depicted on Figure 5-80, Maintenance

Responsibility Master Plan.
